Key Responsibilities 

The Computer Operator IV position assists the customer by operating TADSS workstations and providing familiarization 

training on DRTS ranges.  Examples are: 

 Operates computer workstations. 

 Operates range targetry and instrumentation 

 Performs PMCS of equipment and assist technicians with repairs. 

 Adapts to a variety of nonstandard problems that require extensive operator intervention (e.g. frequent introduction 

of new programs, applications, or procedures) 

 In response to computer output instructions or error conditions, chooses or devises a course of action from among 

several alternatives and alters or deviates from standard procedures if standard procedures do not provide a solution 

(e.g. reassigning equipment to work around faulty equipment or transfer channels); then refers problems if 

necessary. Typically, completed work is submitted to users without supervisory review. 

This position may require travel to other installations and other ATMP locations throughout CONUS and OCONUS.
